LISTENING & TALKING


Listen to the poem for enjoyment LIT (1-02a)


What did you enjoy about the poem? Was there anything you didn’t enjoy? Give examples


Talk about the language – list new words ENG (1-03a)


Talk about rhyme & identify pairs of rhyming words


Talk about dressing up – do you have a dressing up box at home or in class?


Have you ever gone guizing, or to a Fancy Dress Party? Talk about experiences LIT (1-09a)





FOOD & TEXTILE CONTEXTS


Set up a clothes shop and “sell” clothes to a variety of customers with a variety of requirements taking turns to be the shopkeeper or the customer. Customers should be descriptive with what they are looking for TCH (1-11a)


Price the articles and sell, give, and receive change (see MNU)





ICT


Type up the shop “accounts” in a database


List necessary alterations customers requested for clothes, alter on screen to show new items TCH (1-04a)





NUMBERS, MONEY & MEASUREMENTS


Price articles in ‘shop’ (see TECHNOLOGIES). Give and receive change MNU (1-09a)





SHAPE, POS. & MOVEMENT


Create tiling patterns which could be used as fabric swatches in shop MTH (1-16b)








MATERIALS


Look at the clothes worn in Shetland in Victorian times; in various periods in 20th Century Britain


What were the clothes made of? (i.e. what fabrics were available)


Discuss weaving, knitting – making one’s own clothes (see ART & DESIGN)


Discuss properties needed for various types of clothing for various activities i.e. work, sports, dance, leisure etc





PHYSICAL WELLBEING


There may be a hard hat in your dressing up box. Talk about clothes which are worn to keep you safe i.e. fire-proof, diver’s suits, space-suits – and the importance of these HWB (1-16a)











PEOPLE, PAST EVENTS & SOCIETIES


Discuss Hallowe’en with older people and compare their celebrations with your own SOC (1-03a)


Look at clothes (or pictures of clothes) that people wore in the past (in Shetland or in Britain). What does this tell us about the lives the people led? SOC (1-04a) see SCIENCE


Discuss “guizing” – talk to older people about guizing on Christmas Eve SOC (1-06a)


Talk about fashion as opposed to utilitarian clothes i.e. attitudes to clothes now and then SOC (1-03a)





Talk about clothing worn by people of different religions or ethnic groups. Look at pictures RME (1-04b)


Learn respect and tolerance RME (1-06a)











DRAMA


Dress up in clothes from your dressing up box. Does it make you make differently/talk differently? Pretend to be the person who would have worn these clothes and act out an episode EXA (1-13a), (1-14a) see TECHNOLOGIES





ART & DESIGN


Paint (or contribute to collage) of yourself & others dressing up


Design outfits for different purposes EXA (1-05a)


Knit or weave small articles EXA (1-02a), (1-03a)
