DISCUSS

MEASUREMENTS


Measure the distances you can throw a snowball or beanbag MNU  (1-11a)








PLANET EARTH


I can learn about points of the compass and where they are in relation to my school


I can begin to understand how weather (snow and frost) affects birds and animals. See the Vagaland poem “Robbie Redbreest” SCN (1-04a)


Also how weather affects growth of plants SCN (1-03a)





MATERIALS


Try to make snowballs or snowmen whenever it snows. Is it always equally successful or does some snow compact more easily? Why do you think that is? SCN (1-15a)








PHYSICAL ED, PHYSICAL ACTIVITY


This poem refers to throwing snowballs – I can practice and get better e.g. throw greater distances, aim better


I know I must not hurt either people or property when I throw snowballs HWB (1-16a)


I know exercise is good for me HWB (1-27a)


I know I should be warmly dressed for playing in the snow


I enjoy playing with my friends HWB (1-14a)











PEOPLE, PLACE, ENVIRONMENT


I have developed my mental map and sense of place (see SCN and work on compass poems)





PEOPLE, PAST


I know that we can get weather reports on radio, TV, internet…and this was not always so. Discuss SOC (1-06a)


I know that school closure on bad days is done for our safety, but how does it affect my parents? (child care arrangements, loss of income) SOC (1-04a), (1-06a)














ART & DESIGN


Draw, paint or contribute to collage of snowy scene – consider the snow coming from a particular direction EXA (1-02a), (1-03a)





DRAMA


I can mime making and throwing snowballs and dodging those thrown by others EXA (1-13a)





MUSIC


Sing “Snowy Flakes are Falling Softly” or other similar winter/Christmas songs
