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LISTENING AND TALKING


Listen to the story and enjoy it


What did you enjoy about the story? Was there anything you didn’t enjoy? Give examples


Identify the Shetland dialect words in the story. Add them to a list. Learn them and use them in talking or writing


Compare it with the Three Billy Goats Gruff (P3/4 could read it for themselves)


Ask if it is the same story? What’s different (setting, dialect)


Discuss the second paragraph. Talk about the Shetland names for flowers





WRITING


Create simple text (captions) for picture books (older pupils can produce longer text)





LIT (1-20a), (1-21a), (1-23a), (1-26a), see EXA Art & Design








Tell the story using sound, text and images TCH (1-04b)


Design and print text for picture book TCH (1-01a)








Talk about the relative sizes of the three goats, and arrange sets of objects in order of size


Learn dialect terms for numbers





SOCIAL STUDIES


Go on nature walks to identify a) wildflowers b) their habitat SOC (1-13b)








MENTAL, EMOTIONAL, SOCIAL AND PHYSICAL WELLBEING


Discuss fear. The Three Finnie Goats were afraid of the trow but they out-witted him. The biggest one stood up to him.


The trow was a bully: discuss how the goats deal with this. If appropriate broaden this to human situation (the children’s own situations) What would you do? Who could help? HWB (1-16a)


Discuss safety near water (i.e. holding on to rail when crossing a bridge) HWB (1-16a), (1-17a), (1-18a)








Describe and recreate characteristics of environment around your school using the story as a model SOC (1-07a)








Listen to and discuss the story of David and Goliath RME (1-01a)











ART & DESIGN


Design and create puppets (glove puppets, stick puppets or shadow puppets) to represent the troll and the goats


Contribute to a frieze which could serve as a backdrop incorporating features mentioned in the story EXA (1-02a), (1-03a), (1-05a)


OR contribute to pages for a picture book EXA (1-02a), (1-03a), (1-05a)





DRAMA


- Act out the story using puppets and scenery (see above) EXA (1-13a), (1-14a)
