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LISTENING AND TALKING


Listen to the poem and enjoy it


What did you enjoy? Were there things you did not enjoy? Give examples


Identify the Shetland dialect words in the poem


Does it give you clear pictures in your head? (see EXA)


Does it rhyme? Identify rhyming words


Does it have rhythm? Clap/ stamp to show this


Identify/ list/ learn new vocabulary words and use them in future talk or writing exercises LIT (1-05a), (1-02a), (1-03a), (1-09a), (1-10a)


List (with pictures, from catalogue) footwear you wear or know. Use picture books to find them. List where/ when people would wear different types of shoes (see HWB) Display this on classroom wall LIT (1-11a), (1-14a)


Listen to related stories, such as Cinderella, then discuss


Use what you have learned to write a poem or story of your own, or add more verses to Feetgaer LIT (1-25)





TECHNOLOGY DEVELOPMENTS


Consider different materials used in the manufacture of footwear; in the past, the present, and look to the future


Design shoes of the future and think about how shoes have changed; how have shoes changed over the years, how should shoes change in the future... TCH (1-01a), (1-01b), (1-01c), (1-02a)








NUMBERS


Use wall display (see LIT box) as an aid to counting in 2’s MNU (1-03a)





INFORMATION HANDLING


Group your pictures of footwear in different catagories and discuss what you find e.g. material, purpose, fashion etc MNU (1-20a), (1-20b), (1-21a)


Draw round feet/ shoes on squared paper and record the area MNU (1-11b)





MATERIALS


Identify the materials that various different styles of shoes are made of


Are they fit for purpose? List criteria; waterproof, flexibility, durable, protective, fashionable, comfy, running... SCN (1-15a)





With the work done in MNU consider; taking care of your feet (i.e. well-fitting shoes); suitability for purpose i.e. what would you wear on wet days as opposed to dry… What shoes do hill-walkers/ mountaineers wear? What shoes do ballet dancers wear? Why? etc, give reasons HWB (1-15a), (1-16a)











Learn about footwear worn in Shetland’s past


Consider the link between poverty and footwear i.e. communities where poor children have no shoes and have to walk to school SOC (1-02a), (1-03a), (1-04a)








WORLD RELIGIONS


Research which religious communities remove footwear when entering holy places and why


Learn to respect the customs and beliefs which are different from your own RME (1-06a)








PARTICIPATION


learn the poem by heart and recite it to an audience (class, school, parents) EXA (0-01a)





ART & DESIGN


Draw/ paint/ collage the images in the poem using a variety of materials EXA (1-02a), (1-03a), (1-04a), (1-05a), (1-06a) 


Discuss each others work with respect. Give and accept constructive criticism EXA (1-07a)


Look at the illustration for this piece, it shows a girl wearing “fluffy smucks”. Make your own pictures of “silver shön” and “trainers with flashing lights”





DRAMA


Set up shoe-shop and act out EXA (1-12a)
