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LISTENING & TALKING


Listen to the story and enjoy it


What did you enjoy about the story? Was there anything you didn’t enjoy? Give examples


Identify the Shetland dialect words in the story. Add them to a list. Learn them and use them in talking or writing


Describe the character of the tortoise, and that of the hare (at the beginning). Which do they like best? LIT (1-07a), (1-09a)


Retell the story in your own words. Change the location to suit your own. Choose your own landmarks. Where is the tortoise going?


Is the hare a nicer person at the end? LIT (1-09a)








TECH DEVELOPMENT


Design and create a timer TCH (1-01b)





ICT


Use Google or similar research methods to find information on tortoises and hares TCH (1-03a), (1-03b)








NUMBER, MONEY, MEASUREMENT


Run races, do class walks, practical activities. Measure how long they take using a variety of timers MNU (1-10c)





INFORMATION HANDLING


Display information about real tortoises and hares (see EXA) MNU (1-20a)








MATERIALS


Choose appropriate materials for your timer SCN (1-15a)


Devise tests to check how it works





PLANET EARTH (living things)


Are you likely to see a tortoise here? What about a hare?


Describe each and their characteristics SCN (1-10a)

How does tortoise deal with hare’s showing off? HWB (1-02a)

Discuss the importance of friendship HWB (1-05a)





PHYSICAL


Recognise importance of exercise HWB (1-27a)


Run short races/long races and compare. Which do you find easiest/hardest? HWB (1-25a)








PEOPLE, PLACE, ENVIRONMENT


Choose a starting point and a destination


Choose 2 or 3 landmarks on route


“Map” these on a large backdrop, identifying by pictures or photos SOC (1-07a), (1-14a)


Do local walk and take photos or sketch landmarks SOC (1-13a), (1-14a)





Honesty is valued by most religious systems. Also fairness.


The tortoise didn’t accept lifts from motorists. Do you think it was easy to turn them down?


What do you think of the tortoise’s behaviour – was he silly or admirable? RME (1-01c)








ART & DESIGN


Design background for “picture map” i.e. landscape. Draw pictures of landmarks or take photos EXA (1-02a)


Draw/paint a tortoise. Learn facts about it’s habitat/food etc then write them on your picture


Do the same for the hare (see TECHNOLOGIES)
