READING


Read your own and your friends’ stories ENG (1-12a)








RELATIONSHIPS (PARENTHOOD)


Bobby argues that he doesn’t need his jacket, but his mum insists. Who was right? What does Bobby learn from this? HWB (1-45a)





MENTAL, SOCIAL, & PHYSICAL WELLBEING


Bobby enjoys meeting his friend and playing together HWB (1-14a)


He knows (now!) to dress according to weather/season and to protect himself from the rain HWB (1-16a)


I understand the importance of emergency services and know to call them on the phone if I am involved in an emergency
