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LISTENING & TALKING

Discuss how pace, gesture, expression and emphasis contribute to the meaning and use this in retelling part or whole of the text (see EXA DRAMA) EXA (1-03a)








See ART & DESIGN (origami)








MEASUREMENT & SHAPE


Use counting squares as measure in origami task MNU (1-11b)





SHAPE


Use appropriate terms (square, rectangle, triangle) in origami tasks MTH (1-16a) and awareness of symmetry MTH (1-19a)








PLANET EARTH


Discuss the food chain (cats’ diet, birds diet) SCN (1-02a)


Discuss the parenting provided by birds (nests, feeding protection from predators)





PHYSICAL ACTIVITY


Discuss the role of exercise in keeping you healthy e.g. the value of running HWB (1-21a)


Discuss the game of “Pickie” what are the rules? HWB (1-23a)


Play the game together HWB (1-14a)


Rules are often there to keep you safe (the starling mother was trying to keep her baby bird safe) Can you think of rules which are designed to keep you safe? HWB (1-16a)


And people who help to keep you safe? HWB (1-45a)


The young starling is lonely and wants a friend; can you empathise? Discuss HWB (1-08a)


Was the whalp understanding? HWB (1-05e)


Was the cat a suitable friend? Why/why not? HWB (1-16a)




















DRAMA


Present whole or part of text to an audience with individuals taking part as the animal characters and the remainder of the class taking the part of the narrator (as a choral verse) EXA (0-1a)





ART & DESIGN


Create appropriate masks for animals to wear EXA (1-03a), (1-06a)


Alternatively do above activities but with puppets


Make origami animals following diagrams and use to illustrate the story
