FOOD & TEXTILE CONTEXTS


Set up a classroom stall or stalls selling food (real…which you have made; or made from your junk materials) or craft objects (knitted, sewn, woven, painted stones etc). Price the objects and “sell” them. Take turns to fulfil different roles (customer, stall-holder etc) SOC (1-22a)
