HEALTH AND WELLBEING


At the beginning of the story were the trows clean? Do you think they brushed their teeth regularly or bathed and washed their hair, or washed their hands? Talk about the importance of cleanliness and hygiene HWB (1-33a)





MENTAL & EMOTIONAL


Olina is “no oil painting”. What does this mean? Tushie wanted to tell Taedir but Meenie prevents him. Who was right? Discuss HWB (1-04a), (1-05a)


Think of other stories where the hero or heroine is ugly, but is loved for their character (eg Shrek, ET, Beauty and the Beast) HWB (1-05a)





PHYSICAL


(see DANCE) discuss the value of exercise HWB (1-27a)








PEOPLE AND PAST EVENTS


Talk to older people about weddings in the past and compare with weddings today. Look at photographs to reinforce oral accounts SOC (1-04a)


Talk to them about “honest fokk” and “dreamin bread” and about changes in styles of dancing/music then and now SOC (1-04a)





Talk about wedding ceremonies you have attended
