Vegetable vocabulary!

First you hae ta

spread da grund wi muck or fertiliser  (dung)
dell da grund



dig and turn over the soil 

on a big scale, a tractor wid ploo
plough

dan you

set taaties, or any kind o plant
put them into the soil and cover over
saa neeps, or any kind o seed/grain
sow

you dan hae ta

single neeps
pull up most of the peerie neep shoots so the rest have room to grow

howe
hoe the whole patch to keep the weeds away (on a big scale you would probably use chemical spray)


haep taaties
again with a hoe, heap up the soil around the growing taatie shows

ripe (or lift) taaties
dig them up and gather them in

Shows are the green leaves of root vegetables – taaties, carrots, neeps.
Kale grows as stocks – you pull up a kale stock and then cut the head from it.
Kale was traditionally grown from seed to the plant stage in a (plantie) crub (crö in some areas).
Traditionally, veg. in small quantities were grown in the croft yard.
A tractor-sized veg. patch is a rig (field)!  Kale rig, neep rig, taatie rig, coarn       rig …
